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Main Thought:  
The recipe for a life of God's favor, that also attracts others, lies in being                             
devoted to Him. This means being a devoted Christ follower, and not just a                           
casual attender. This includes being committed, baptized and devoted to                   
God's word. It also involves sharing life and serving others in a family of                           
faith, while being given to a life of prayer. 
  
Main Passages: 
“And Peter said to them, ‘Repent and be baptized every one of you in the name                               
of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins, and you will receive the gift of                               
the Holy Spirit. ​39​For the promise is for you and for your children and for all                               
who are far off, everyone whom the Lord our God calls to himself.’ ​40​And with                             
many other words he bore witness and continued to exhort them, saying, ‘Save                         
yourselves from this crooked generation.’ ​41​So those who received his word                     
were ​baptized​, and there were added that day about three thousand souls.                       
42​And they ​devoted themselves to the apostles’ ​teaching and the ​fellowship (life                       
of close sharing)​, to the ​breaking of bread​ ​(communion & community) and the                       
prayers​. ​43​And awe came upon every soul, and many wonders and signs were                         
being done through the apostles.” (Acts 2:38-43 ESV) 
 
“Not everyone who says to me, ‘Lord, Lord,’ will enter the kingdom of heaven,                           
but the one who does the will of my Father who is in heaven. ​22​On that day                                 
many will say to me, ‘Lord, Lord, did we not prophesy in your name, and cast                               
out demons in your name, and do many mighty works in your name?’ ​23​And                           
then will I declare to them, ‘I never knew you…’” (Matthew ​7:21-23​ ESV)
