A heart of worship includes the right:

PERSPECTIVE.
“When they saw the star, they were overjoyed.” (v. 10)

•	 We RECOGNIZE who God is.

POSTURE.
“...they saw the child with his mother Mary, and they bowed down and worshiped 
him.” (v. 11)

•	 We HUMBLE ourselves.

PRESENTATION.
“...Then they opened their treasures and presented him with gifts of gold, 
frankincense and myrrh.” (v. 11)

•	 We COME just as we are.

PROGRESSION.
“And having been warned in a dream not to go back to Herod, they returned to 
their country by another route.” (v. 12)

•	 We leave DIFFERENT from who we were.
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
