“One who is faithful in a very little is also faithful in much, and one who is dishonest in a very little is also
dishonest in much. "If then you have not been faithful in the unrighteous wealth, who will entrust to you the true
riches? 2And if you have not been faithful in that which is another's, who will give you that which is your own?”
(Luke 16:10-12 ESV)

Character and intimacy is formed through the test of OBSCURITY.
“But David said to Saul, “Your servant used to keep sheep for his father...”” (v. 34)

Skill is cultivated and confidence is gained by being FAITHFUL in the grind.
